Welcome to the Inland Valleys Association of REALTORS (IVAR) monthly housing update. As a member
benefit, IVAR produces monthly and quarterly housing reports to help members and area leaders
better understand what’s going on in the regional housing market. When reviewing the latest housing
data from the region, there are a few noticeable trends emerging over the last several months:

- The housing market continued to show strength by starting off the year with solid year-over-

year increases in Pending Sales, Sold Listings, Median Sales Price and Sales Volume.

- However, New Listings lagged for the month of January with a 7.1% decrease. Although this is only
one month’s data, this is an important indicator to watch closely over the coming months.

- The market continued to reflect a steady Median Sales price gain for the region, demonstrated by a
year-over-year increase of 7.8%. However, the regional median sales price at $320,000 is the same as
the median sales price in May of 2015. Accordingly, increases in Median Sales price has been mostly
stagnant for the last eight to nine months.
